Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

May the Lord give us His peace.

I hope and pray you had a blessed Thanksgiving celebration. Now with Thanksgiving in the rear-view-mirror, we turn the
corner to Advent, Christmas and the New Year. Momma Mia..how time flies!! Fr. Joseph and I have been here just about
six months (or as Fr. Joseph likes to say: “178 days”). And what a difference this time has made for us, as names and faces
become familiar, relationships develop, and our sense of being part of the parish family deepens.

These are not easy days to be a Catholic. There is so much happening on the national and international level of the Church
regarding Bishops’ accountability and the reality of failed leadership. It is very disappointing and discouraging for all of us.
The bureaucracy needs to be broken, transparency must be the way forward with clear cut lines of reporting to external third
parties who will hold bishops accountable; just as we have done for priests. We also need to acknowledge that there are
many good, holy and faithful bishops in our Church, and try not to lump them in with the few who have caused scandal.

Fr. Joseph, Fr. Arthur, Deacon Bill and I, are here for you. We all struggle with this as a community. We desire and long for
the Church and her leadership to radiate Jesus Christ and be known for the missionary work of the Gospel. But that is not
where were find ourselves today. We are in a time of purification. The Church had to be purified of this evil and in God’s
providence this is the hour for it to be done; we have been chosen for this hour. We have been created for this time in his-
tory to carry within ourselves the life, death and resurrection of Jesus Christ, to bring healing to the Body of Christ and to
the world. We are called to be His witnesses, in word and deed.

In just one week we will begin lighting the Advent Wreath. Every week of Advent more candles are lit counteracting the
darkness of December days. It proclaims that Jesus Christ, the “light of the world”, “our only hope”, and the one who is “the
same yesterday, today, and forever” will be born again for the world to contemplate. He is our Hope. He is why we contin-
ue to: Baptize babies, forgive sins in the Sacrament of Reconciliation, Confirm young people, receive Holy Eucharist each
Sunday, honor our deceased loved ones with a Mass of Christian Burial, bring communion to the sick and homebound,
teach the faith to the next generation, and read long bulletin articles. :)

Christ is our only Hope. Let us cling to Him and bring His light, truth, mercy, compassion, and love to each other and those
most in need.
